An Act to provide for minimum energy performance standards, energy labelling
and for registration ofelectrical appliances, equipment and lighting products that

are energy efficient and for related purposes.

Be it enacted by the President and Parliament as follows-

A person who is applying fbr registration of brand and model of a product
must apply to the Regulator:

considers necessary or requested by the Regulator.

(2) The Regulator must issue a certificate to an applicant if the Regulator is

satisfied that the applicant has complied with subsections ( 1)' (3) and (a)'

(4) The Regulator may make any other enquiries relating to the application as
he or she considers necessary to enable him or her to make a decision on
the application.

(5) For the purpose of this section. approved relevant test authority means a
manufacturer or independent test laboratory approved by the Regulator for
the purposes ofproviding a test report in accordance with
subparagraph (2Xbxii).

Grant or refusal of an application for registration
The Regulator must:

(a) grant an application for registration of a brand or model of a
product; or

(b) refuse an application for registration ofa brand or model ofa
product,

within I 4 days after receiving an application under section 3.

(2) In addition to paragraph (l)(b), the Regulator must notify the applicant in
writing stating the reasons for his or her refusal.

5 Change in enerry-using characteristics of a product

If a person is aware that the energy-using characteristics of a product are different
from the information previously submitted to the Regulator to support an

application for registration ofthat product, the person must inform the Regulator.

6 Import of product
A person must not import a product ofa tlpe listed in Schedules I and 2 for the
purpose ofsale, hire, hire purchase, business use, personal use. charitable or
donation purpose, unless:

Register of brands and models of a product
The Regulator is to keep and maintain a register of:

(a) brands and models of products that meet the minimum energy
performance standards and energy labelting requirements under
this Act; and

(b) persons whose application for registration have been granted under
paragraph 4( 1)(a).

(2) The Regulator must publish a notice in the Gazette containing the names
ofregistered persons with the brand and model ofthe product that meets
the minimum energy performance standards and energy labelling
requirements, as set out under Schedules 1 and 2.

8 Seizure of product
The Regulator may seize a product ifi(1)

(a) the product has been imported by a person: and

(b) the product is in the possession of a person or Customs
Department: and

(c) the Regulator is satisfied that:

(i) the person has not obtained a certificate as required under
paragraph 6(b)l or

(iD the product is not properly registered as required undel
paragraph 6(a); or

(2) The Regulator must notiry a person as soon as practicable in writing and
must give reasons ofhis or her intention to seize a product before seizing
the product.

(3) A person may. within 2l days of being notified in writing by the Regulator
under subsection (2), give reasons to the Regulator for the product not to
be seized.

(4) The Regulator may seize the product and notifu a person in writing of his

or her decision if he or she is not satisfied with the reasons provided by the

person under subsection (3).

(5) The Regulator may. in the presence ofthe owner ofthe product. destroy
the product or re-export the product to its last port oforigin if the product
is seized under this section.

(6) The cost of destroying or re-exporting the products under subsection (5).

must be paid by the owner ofthe product.

(7) If the product is destroyed, the Regulator must issue a destruction
certificate to the owner of the product.

A person must not sell or let for hire a product unless

performance standards requirement listed under Column 2 of Schedule I :

Division 3 Energy Labelling Requirements

Labelling of products

A person must not sell or let for hire a product unless:

(b) the brand and model ofthe product has been registered with the
Regulator in accordance with Division I ; and

(c) the energy label is affixed to the front of the product and clearly
visiblel and

(d) the description of the brand and model on the label matches the
description on the product.

(2) A person must not affix or display a label relating to energy efficiency or
energy consumption on a product unless that label meets the requirements
as provided under subsection (1).

(3) A person who advertises a product by media must ensue that an image of
the energy label ofthe product appears on the advertisement.

(4) For the purpose of this section, media does not include radio
advertisement.

Cancellation of registration

The Regulator may cancel the registration ofa brand or model ofa product
if he or she is satisfied that:

(a) the brand or model of the product does not meet the minimum
energy performance standards required under Column 2 of
Schedule I : or

(b) the values for energy efficiency and energy consumption indicated
on the energy labels affixed to products of that brand and model is
incorrect; or

(a) contravened a provision of this Act or a Regulation made under
this Act; or

(b) deliberately or knowingly provided false, inaccurate or misleading
information to the Regulator; or

(d) become insolvent or bankrupt; or

(e) been compulsorily or voluntarily wound up: or

(0 been dissolved.

The Director of the Department ofEnergy is the Regulator under this Act.

13 Functions of the Regulator

The Regulator has the following functions:

(a) to keep and maintain a register ofpersons and products; and

(b) to assess applications for product registration; and

(e) to review and evaluate the operation ofthis Act; and

(0 to advise the Minister on the implementation olthis Actl and

A civil or criminal liability action is not to be taken against the Regulator or
authorised officer in respect ofanything done or omitted to be done by the
Regulator or authorised officer in good faith in the execution or purported
execution of his or her powers, functions or duties under this Act.

A person who imports products for business use or a person who makes
available products for the purpose ofsale, hire or hire purchase must. if
requested by the Regulator, lodge with the Regulator before or on
3l March ofeach year, an annual retum for the preceding year containing
the following information:

(a) the number ofeach type of product sold, let for hire or hire
purchased by a person under this Act; and

(b) the number ofunits ofeach registered brand and model ofproduct
imported into Vanuatu by a person (whether fbr sale. hire or hire
purchase. personal use or charitable or donation purpose): and

(c) a copy ofany other document and data that the Regulator considers
necessary to support the information supplied under paragraph (a)

or (b).

A penalty notice is a notice to the effect that, if the person served does not

intend to have the matter determined by a Court, the person may pay

within a time and to a person specified in the notice the amount of penalty
